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Oat Varieties
Kame: Early maturity, very high yield, short with 
good lodging resistance. It has yellow seed with fair 
test weight and good groat percentage. It is resistant 
to smut.

Esker: Medium early, high yield, medium tall, yellow 
seed. Good test weight BYDV tolerant and resistant 
to smut.

Morton: Medium maturity, high yield, tall, good 
lodging, resistance, high-test weight ivory seed, very 
good resistance to crown rust and smut.

Wheat Varieties
Granger: Excellent yield, early maturity, heading date one day earlier than Oxen. Good test weight and protein 
level above Oxen. Semi-dwarf with medium straw strength. Available in 2400 lb. bulk totes.

RB07: This early hard red spring wheat was released by MN Agricultural Experiment Station in 2007.  Plant 
height 32ò with good straw strength, high yield with above average protein. Available in 2400 lb. totes.

Barley Variety
Lacey: High yielding, average height with good lodging resistance, consistent performer.

Wabasha: Early to mid-season. White seed high-test weight. Good lodging resistance, tolerant to crown rust, 
resistant to smut.

Ogle: Medium maturity and medium height. Consistently good performance.

Stallion: Medium-late variety, 1-2 days later than Jerry with higher yield potential. Stallion is a tall variety with 
good lodging resistance. It is a white seeded oat with high test weight and groat percentage. Moderately resis-
tant to barley yellow dwarf virus.
